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Volunteers in Action: 
GFWC Carol Steam Woman’s Club (IL)

In a recent meeting,  GFWC Carol Stream Woman's Club members prepared
"blessings bags" for those experiencing homelessness within both the local and
extended community. These bags contained various items gathered through a
community donation drive, organized by the club.
 
Several local businesses volunteered to be designated drop-off points for
donations. The bags were equipped with essential items such as sunscreen,
sunglasses, water bottles, electrolyte powder, first aid kits, and other items, to
help the homeless stay safe through the rising summer temperatures.
 
The club partnered with Sue Fehling, the founder of Violet's Kitchen, a non-profit
organization dedicated to providing food and emergency resources to homeless
veterans and individuals facing food insecurity. Fehling provided guidance in
establishing a list of recommended items for the donation drive, ensuring that
the selected items would be of maximum utility and value to the intended
recipients.
 
Following the collection of donations, the club successfully assembled over 40
bags, which were then provided to Violet's Kitchen for distribution to volunteers,
including those associated with organizations such as the Homeless Veterans in
America Relief Foundation (HVIARF). A recent Facebook post by HVIARF
highlighted the distribution of bags to homeless veterans, including a USMC
Veteran currently residing in an encampment while awaiting transitional housing.
